Following the Irish Festival, Innisfree will be taking a 
break on August 26 and September 2 before beginning 
a new season on Tuesday, September 9th.

Saturday at 10 a.m. at the Famine Monument along the 
Waterfront.  Both singers and musicians will be taking 
part.
